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The National Environmental Satellite, Data, and Information Service (NESDIS) requests $978.3 million in FY 2008, reflecting a net decrease of $55.6M from the FY 2007 President’s Budget, which is an increase of $26.1 over the FY 2006 enacted level. This budget request will allow the continuation of activities for NOAA’s satellite and information services, satellite and data acquisitions, and supporting infrastructure.  These activities support NOAA’s mission to monitor the Earth, manage resources, support the Nation’s economy, and protect lives and property.  
FY 2008 Program Change Highlights
Essential Information Technology (IT) Security Enhancements +$2.6M: Requested funds will be used to address security shortfalls identified in the Certification and Accreditation process which assessed baseline IT security controls at the NOAA Satellite and Operations Facility for systems operated by NESDIS.   NOAA must ensure the integrity and security of the data products and services that it provides to customers such as the National Weather Service, Federal Emergency Management Agency, Federal Aviation Administration, and Department of Defense.

Calibration and Validation of NOAA instruments on MetOp and NPOESS Preparatory Project (NPP) +$2.6M: NOAA must have the necessary calibration and product validation ready and available so new data from MetOp and NPP satellites can be used operationally by customers and users as soon as it is available.

Group on Earth Observations (GEO) +$0.5M: On behalf of the United States, NOAA provides GEO leadership to ensure full and open exchange of satellite data that support environmental monitoring and the protection of life and property.  Contributions to GEO will enhance NOAA’s ability to ensure that the Global Earth Observation System of Systems (GEOSS) is designed and implemented to maximize United States access to and leverage of data to meet growing needs.
Polar-orbiting Satellite System (POES) +$25M:  Funds from this increase will be used to finish the rebuilding, storage, and launch in February 2009 of NOAA-N Prime. This satellite will provide critical polar satellite continuity until the launch of the first NPOESS satellite. Funds will also support installation, testing, and maintenance of NOAA instruments on European MetOp-B and MetOp-C satellites.
Polar-orbiting Satellite System (NPOESS) -$6.6M: This decrease reflects the NPOESS program restructure agreed to by NOAA, the U.S. Air Force, and NASA in June 2006. These funds are NOAA’s contribution to the tri-agency NPOESS program and will be used to continue development to support an NPP launch and the first NPOESS satellite.
Geostationary Satellite System (GOES-N Series) -$26.8M: This planned decrease is possible because GOES-O and GOES-P are in the final stages of development.

On May 24, 2006, GOES-N, now renamed GOES-13, was launched.  It is currently in on-orbit storage and will be available for operational use in the event either the current GOES-East or GOES-West satellites fail.  
Geostationary Satellite System (GOES-R Series) 

-$53.4M:  This decrease reflects the revised funding profile needed to implement a restructure of the  GOES-R program and instrument suite to reduce technical and schedule risks. The launch date of GOES-R is projected to be no earlier than 2014. Funds will be used to continue instrument development, initiate the system level acquisition phase of the program, and support NOAA and NASA government program office activities. GOES-R is funded by NOAA, and program responsibilities are split between NOAA and NASA.
