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Program Support
NOAA Program Support (PS) requests $257.2M in FY 2008, reflecting a net increase of $23.0M from the FY 2007 President’s Budget, which is a decrease of $5.2M from the FY06 enacted level. This budget request supports the funding and program requirements necessary to address established NOAA strategic goals and sets Program Support on a path to achieve its vision:  to support the people (and, in turn, the programs) of NOAA, ensuring they have the proper work environment, the necessary tools and equipment, and the vital personnel, legal and financial services.
FY 2008 Program Change Highlights
End to End Resource Management Systems:  +$2.0M: Funds will provide support to the Office of the Chief Financial Officer (CFO) in acquiring and implementing an integrated system to support NOAA’s planning, programming, budgeting and execution process.  Funding will allow NOAA to reduce manual processes, increase utility for decision-makers, and lessen the reliance on ad hoc non-standard systems to formulate, execute and track NOAA’s budget.  This increase will provide funding for acquisition and implementation of software and resources for planning and will allow NOAA to integrate existing systems providing end user interfaces.
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La Jolla Southwest Fisheries Center +$3.0M:  This increase will begin the design phase for the construction of the replacement laboratory facility at the La Jolla Southwest Fisheries Center in La Jolla, California.  This initiative will enable NOAA to address the ongoing natural bluff erosion threatening the current site, and the NOAA programs supported at this site.  NOAA conducts scientific research and critical fisheries management issues at this location. 
Pacific Regional Center (PRC) +$20.3M:  Funds will be used to continue construction at NOAA’s facility on Ford Island, Honolulu, HI.  This increase will allow NOAA to complete the exterior “shell” renovation of building 176 on the PRC site at Ford Island.  Full renovation of this building will enable NOAA to relocate operations from the current, deteriorating Kewalo Basin and Dole Street facilities.  By bringing its programs together into one facility, NOAA expects to realize benefits in improved operations and mission performance, as well as longer-term operational savings across NOAA in delivering products and services in the Pacific Region.  The consolidated facility will provide a cost-effective alternative to capital investments required to replace facilities that have outlived their useful lives, as well as ongoing (and increasing) lease costs.
