Minutes:
1. Training Update – The training given by Cindy Rich in Boulder on June 5 was very well received.  Some minor adjustments will be made to the timing/flow of the segments.
2. Discussion on TWAs – Mark talked to NIST about their policy.  NIST only allows TWAs in the first quarter of the fiscal year and requires funds to be set aside to cover any possible defaults.

Herb Callands suggested that we continue to allow TWAs for FY 2008 with a 3-month time limit, but phase them out starting in FY 2009.  During FY 2008, the Workgroup members can work with their FMCs to notify sponsors.  The Workgroup generally agreed with this suggestion, but wanted time to get input from their FMCs on organizations which provide emergency services and would need TWAs.  We agreed to continue our discussion at the next meeting.

3.
Reimbursable HB – The Workgroup agreed we won’t continue to develop a Handbook at this time since Chapter 10, which includes the model agreement, the cover sheet and the list of required training, and the training materials on the SOPs will be posted on Finance Office web sites.  Attendees of the training course will receive copies of both Chapter 10 and the SOPs.  Bruce Jackson is working on training (with a focus on drafting interagency agreements) and a handbook which will cover both reimbursable and payable interagency agreements.  Bruce will include reimbursable interagency agreements policies and procedures in his handbook.
4.
1 sponsor/1 agreement/1 project code -- Dawn DiFiore raised a concern about the new policy of 1 sponsor/1 agreement/1 project code.  Mark responded that a new RADG002 is required for new funding, but a new project code is not.
5.
Interagency Agreements – Bruce asked the Workgroup if we could review and comment on drafts of his interagency agreement training and handbook.
6.
Dawn asked why the policy is a 5-year time limit on agreements.  Mark responded that agreements longer than 5 years are impossible to manage.
