NON-REFUNABLE CHANGE FEE INCREASES


[bookmark: _GoBack]United Airlines
Effective April 17, United has increased its $150 change fee to $200, and has also increased its change fee from U.S./Canada to South America from $250 to $300. According to United, all other markets, including Europe and Asia, have not changed. The change fee in these markets will remain at $250, although there may be some market exceptions.
 
US Airways
Effective April 24, US Airways has increased its change fee for travel within the U.S., Canada, Central America, the Caribbean and Hawaii from $150 to $200. In addition, the airline has increased its change fee to/from Brazil from $250 to $300. The change fee to/from Europe and the Middle East remains at $250.
 
There are some market exceptions to the “standard” change fees an airline may identify as “domestic” or “international”. As a result, applicable change fees will be verified based on the fare rule in effect at the time of ticket purchase or exchange to determine the appropriate fee to collect.
 
Delta 
In reaction to recent change fee hikes implemented by United and US Airways, Delta has increased its change fees. Effective April 30, 2013, Delta has increased its change fee from $150 to $200 for restricted or nonrefundable tickets for travel within the U.S. and Canada on Delta-marketed flights.
