What is WinSCP?

WinSCP is an open source SFTP client and FTP client for Windows. Its main function is the secure file transfer between a local and a remote computer. Beyond this, WinSCP offers basic file manager functionality. It uses Secure Shell (SSH) and supports, in addition to Secure FTP, also legacy SCP protocol.

Below are instructions to install the WinSCP Client:

· Go to http://winscp.net/eng/download.php
· Under WinSCP 4.1.8 click on “Installation package”

· Click “Save File” when prompted
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File will be downloaded to your computer desktop

Double Click “winscp418setup”
Click Run
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- Select your language to use during the installation.  Then click “OK”
- Now you will be at the WINSCP Setup wizard: click “Next”

- License Agreement: click “Next”

- Setup type: choose “Typical installation”, then click “Next”

- Initial user setting: select your preferred user interface then click “Next”

- Ready to Install: click “Install”

- Completing the WINSCP Setup Wizard: click ”Finish”

This WinSCP screen should appear.  Input information issued by administrator then click “Login”
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After clicking “Login” the following screen will appear 
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Click “Continue”
After clicking “Continue” you will be prompted to the FTP screen to start uploading files
