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National Weather Service
The National Weather Service (NWS) requests $903.5 million in FY 2008, reflecting a net increase of $21.6M over the FY 2007 President’s Budget, which is an increase of $55.2M from the FY 2006 enacted level. This budget request supports the funding and program requirements necessary to address established NOAA strategic goals and continues NWS on a path to achieve its vision:  Produce and deliver forecasts which are trusted; employ cutting-edge technologies; provide services in a cost-effective manner; strive to eliminate weather-related fatalities; and improve the economic value of weather, water, and climate information. 

FY 2008 Program Changes
NWS Telecommunications Gateway (NWSTG) Critical Infrastructure Protection (CIP) Tech Upgrade: +$0.7M: Provides for additional CPUs and storage to meet a 200% increase in data due to improved models and implementation of Hurricane Weather Forecasting System.  Funds will also be used to replace a 5 year-old Cisco switch and 17 year-old fire protection system. Funding ensures NWSTG cyclical updates/IT security compliance.  
Hurricane Data Buoys Operations and Maintenance +$3.0M: Provides field service and maintenance for 15 weather buoys funded and deployed under FY 2005 and FY 2006 Emergency Supplemental Appropriations.  These data buoys provide critical real time hurricane data observations and storm monitoring for the Caribbean, Gulf of Mexico, and the Atlantic Ocean.

Hurricane Forecast Modeling (HWRF) O&M: +$1.0M: Provides Operations & Maintenance (O&M) support for the NOAA’s next generation hurricane forecast and storm surge prediction models whose initial development was funded under the FY 2005 and FY 2006 Supplemental.
Hurricane Katrina Emergency Supplemental Systems O&M:  +$1.2M: Provides O&M support for emergency backup power for 150 coastal Automated Surface Observation System sites and 126 coastal National Weather Radio sites funded under the FY 2006 Emergency Supplemental Appropriation. Provides support for backup satellite communications for 25 coastal WFOs and 10 NEXRAD sites and O&M for 5 coastal Incident Meteorologist kits funded under the FY 2006 Supplemental.
Strengthen the U.S. Tsunami Warning Program +$1.7M: Continues the Administration’s commitment to expand and strengthen the U.S. tsunami detection, warning and mitigation capabilities. Provides funding to complete the 39 station DART Network and incorporates the Tsunami Warnings and Environmental Observatory for Alaska (TWEAK) Program (@ $1M).
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NOAA Profiler Network +$3.5M:  Sustains transition from research to operations by converting the operational frequency to not interfere with the search and rescue (SARSAT) capability on Europe’s Galileo communication satellites.  Use of Profiler data have shown a 20% improvement in short-term model forecast accuracy for winds and the conversion will sustain current tornado warning lead time.

Tropical Ocean Atmosphere (TAO) Buoy Array Tech Refresh +$1.1M:  Replaces obsolete components to sustain life cycle of 55 buoy TAO Array.  The TAO Array provides real-time observations critical to the early detection of El Nino and La Nina events. 
Data Buoy Ocean Sensor O&M:  +$1.4M:  Provides O&M funding needed to continue benefits of initial $12.0M investment which added oceanographic sensors to 98 existing weather buoys and coastal stations.  These new oceanographic sensors add 900,000 observations per year.
